With an alumni base of more than 60,000
educators throughout all 50 U.S. states and in 68
countries worldwide, lllinois State is a leader in the
field of education. Within lllinois alone, almost one in
six teachers is an alum of the University.

With teacher shortages prevalent throughout
the country, we continue to work tirelessly to deliver
the highest quality educator and administrator
preparation programs to our students. Our
recruitment efforts have provided steady enroliment
levels, and lllinois State continues to be the largest
preparer of future teachers in the Midwest. In fact,
total enrollment in the college rose nearly 5 percent

last year from the previous year.

Graduate programs continue to be a point
of emphasis in the college, and our progress has
gained national recognition. Illinois State University
climbed 12 spots in the U.S. News & World Report
rankings for 2019 Best Graduate Schools in
Education, coming in at 108th this year. With the
strength of our faculty, staff, and students, | have no
doubt our rankings will continue to rise. Additionally,
enrollment in these programs remained steady with
615 students in 2018.

According to data from the Partnership for
Educator Preparation (PEP) and the lIllinois State
Board of Education (ISBE), our graduates enter
the field well prepared and are overwhelmingly
recognized as high quality educators. The college
has a strong relationship with ISBE and will continue
to work closely with ISBE on recommendations from
the lllinois Teach Report to drive the direction of
teacher education over the next 10 years.

We are extremely thankful for our donors,
whose generous gifts have helped provide student
scholarship support, new curricular opportunities,
and upgraded classroom environments. The Redbird
community continues to display a commitment
to the college, as seen by a significant growth in
donations over the last three years.
